OFFICIAL 2011 PINEWOOD DERBY RULES
FOR BUTTES AREA DISTRICT RACES
BUTTES AREA CUP (Open Race) AND
DISTRICT PINEWOOD DERBY RACE RULES 
(CARS FROM PACK RACES WILL BE SUBJECT TO THESE RULES)
1. The point of the Pinewood Derby Race is to have fun.  Please remember to always refer to Rule #1.
2. FOR THE OPEN RACE:  Cars may be borrowed, previously used, or mailed in.  Cars may be used in multiple blocks or races, however each car may be used in only one heat within a race.  If a car wins a race, it will not be allowed to run in future races during the Buttes Area Cup.   FOR THE DISTRICT RACE:  Cars may not have been entered in any race prior to and including the last District Pinewood Derby Race.  
3. FOR THE OPEN RACE:  Each contestant may have multiple entries all of which will need to pass the registration inspection.  FOR THE DISTRICT RACE:  Each contestant may have only one car entered and will need to pass the registration inspection.
4. The car, including all decorations, must conform to the following size and weight restrictions:
a. WIDTH - Not to exceed 2 ¾ inches, inner wheel width a minimum of 1¾ inches.
b. HEIGHT - Ground to underside of car must be a minimum 3/8 inches. Overall car height cannot exceed 6 inches.
c. LENGTH - not to exceed 7 inches.
d. WEIGHT - not to exceed 5 ounces and no loose weights.  We recommend designing for 4.9 ounces as environmental items such as humidity can effect weight reading.  The scale used at car inspection determines final qualification for race. 
e. WHEEL-BASE - Wheel-base spacing (distance between the center of the front and rear wheels) must be the same as a standard Boy Scouts of America (BSA) Kit. 
f. No portion of the car, including the wheels, may extend beyond (be in front of) the starting device or starting pins.
5. Axles, wheels and body provided in the BSA Kit are the only parts to be used.  Only hard plastic wheels may be used.  Wheels and axles from other kit brands are not allowed.  Decorations added to the body need not be from a BSA Kit.
REVISIONS: 1. Pre-Cut Cars may be utilized as long as original BSA Wheels/Axles are utilized.  2. Official BSA Colored Wheels are now authorized.
6. Wheel bearings, washers and bushings are prohibited.
7. Wheels may be sanded until the wheel seam is removed.  Wheels are not to be turned on a lathe, completely smoothed or have modified tread width.  The original surface must still be visible.
8. No lubricating oil may be used.  Axles may only be lubricated with dry powered WHTE graphite or Teflon® lubricant.  Black or grey graphite is not allowed.  All lubricants must be applied prior to race.  Adult supervision is required during the lubrication process.
9. No packing wheels with any lubricant other than that indicated above.  No hub caps.  The Wheel Nails (Axles) must be visible.
10. No changing of wheel base length.  We suggest using the pre-cut axle slot on the block of wood.  If the axle slot is not a true 90-degree to the length of the car, adjustments may be made by filling the slot and re-sawing to arrive at the same wheel-base length.
11. Axles must be attached directly to the car body in the axle slots. The car may not ride on any kind of spring(s).
12. The car must be freewheeling, with no starting devices, or propulsion assistance of any kind.
13. No Loose materials of any kind are allowed on the car.
14. Cars that jump track will be given a restart. Cars that jump track a second time immediately after the restart will be disqualified for that heat if, in the opinion of the trackmaster, the car will continue to jump the track or pose a danger to other cars on the track.  Repaired cars may run in later heats.
15. Minor repairs during the race will be accomplished in the designated "pit crew" area only.
16. No cars will be allowed to be entered, and/or may be disqualified due to any use of graphics, any other items, or any wording on the car deemed inappropriate to a reasonable seven year old.
17. Lead and/or other materials deemed “hazardous” may not be used on any car.
18. All cars must pass an inspection to qualify for the race.  Failure to follow the above rules will result in disqualification. Delays in inspection may result in not being able to race in that block/race.  FOR THE OPEN RACE:  All racers must be registered AND cars must pass inspection before fifteen minutes before the block/race in which they will race.  FOR THE DISTRICT RACE:  Each contestant must be registered AND all cars must pass inspection prior to the beginning of the District Pinewood Derby Race.
19. All Cub Scouts at the race must be under the direct supervision of at least one parent or guardian.  Boy Scouts at the race must be under the direct supervision of troop or district personal with appropriate two-deep leadership.  No Scout may be at the Buttes Area Cup after 9:00 pm on Saturday night without the direct supervision of at least one parent or guardian.
20. No Minors will be allowed to be at the Buttes Area Cup after 11:00 pm on Saturday night without the direct supervision of at least one parent or guardian.
ALL DECISIONS MADE BY THE DISTRICT PINEWOOD OFFICIATING TEAM ARE FINAL.  NO APPEALS.  PLEASE REMEMBER SCOUTING COURTESIES, AND THAT THE RACE IS IN THE SPIRIT OF GOOD FUN.  SCOUTS AND RACERS WILL BE DISQUALIFIED DUE TO INAPPROPIATE SCOUT, PARENT, OR RACER BEHAVIOR.
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
